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Cottage Regulations — Open cottage

Check-In/Check-Out
Upon arrival, the cottage is available for check-in from 06:00 pm and latest check-out upon departure is 05:00 pm.

Rooms and luggage storage

Allocation of rooms are done by the cabin watchman and posted on a board in the bedroom floor. Upon arrival please bring
your luggage to the room at once. Food can be placed in the corresponding cabinet/drawer in the kitchen. Food intended for
cooling or freezing is marked with room number and placed in the fridge/freezer.

Beds
Assigned beds shall be arranged with a sleeping bag liner, sleeping bag or bedding upon arrival and before use. Bed linen is
available for hire.

Order

All fixtures, furnishing, carpets and other equipment must be treated delicately and sensitively. In-house furniture shall not be
moved outside. Furniture intended for outdoor use is located in the shed by the swing. All outdoor furniture is to be returned to
the shed before nightfall and if there is a risk of severe weather.

Outerwear and shoes are to be placed in the public drying room. With the exception of the vestibule and the ski booth it’s not
allowed to wear outdoor shoes indoor. Skis and other recreational equipment shall be placed in the ski booth when not in use.

Smoking, alcohol and drugs
There is a total ban on smoking indoors throughout the cabin.

Consuming alcohol in moderate amounts is allowed in the living room and in your own bedroom. The abuse of alcohol can
lead to expulsion and/or loss of future access to the cabin.

Any use of narcotic drugs and banned substances is strictly forbidden in connection with the cabin.

Quiet in the cabin
In the bedroom wing there shall be quite by 10:00 pm. Visitors staying in the rest of the cabin after 10:00 pm must behave in
such a way that visitors already gone to rest is not disturbed.

Kitchen duty

All visitors are obliged to participate in the kitchen duty in order to keep it clean and tidy. Dish should be made after every
meal and don't congregate on the kitchen counter. All dishes must be washed up by hand and then steamed. Follow the
instructions located on the cabinet above the steamer.

Sanitary Facilities

Sanitary facilities should be used with due care and there are high standards for cleanliness and order in these rooms. Hot-air
fan in drying room is activated as necessary. Heating of the sauna is made as necessary. When using the showers please
remember to remove water with the rubber wiper and make sure it is appealing for other visitors. Also, remember that hot
water is not an inexhaustible source.

Cleaning
Visitors are responsible for cleaning their own room and shall participate in the cleaning of common areas as instructed by the
cabin watchman. All the necessary utilities to clean can be found at the cabin.

Parking
Own car park in the yard.

Pats
Dogs, cats and other animals cannot be brought to the cabin. If there is a special need, such as a guide dog, an exception can
be applied for. The ski stable in the basement will then be used for accommodation.
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
